How to fill out a lineup card?  

Coaches of each team should supply you with a 
completed lineup card before each game. These 
cards will indicate the names and jersey numbers 
of each player.  

Players should be listed on the card in numerical 
order. The name of all players on the team should 
be listed even when a player is not on the field that 
day. Players who are not on the field or 
unavailable to play due to injuries will have a line 
crossed through their name as shown. 

Prior to the beginning of the match and at the start 
of each quarter, mark an “X” for those players who 
are not playing. If at the start of a quarter you 
notice that a player has more than two Xs, bring 
this to the attention of the coach. Each player must 
player a minimum of two quarters. It is the coach’s 
decision to play or not to play the player; simply 
make note in your game report if the player does 
not play at least two ‘quarters’ and the reason 
given by the coach.  It is the responsibility of the 
division commissioner and regional commissioner 
to determine appropriate sanctions. 

Place a “G” in “quarter’ that a player is the 
goalkeeper. 

Mark “I” for goal scored by a player 

The Center referee is responsible to ensure the 
card is properly filled out and the accuracy of the 
scores. The center referee turns in the game card 
to the office at the field.
